Dealing with Unpredictability in Educational Justice

The basic and detailed nature of these prescriptions suggests that some cantors in fifteenth-century Germany did not
live up to the standards of piety desired by their communities. Although in an earlier period in Ashkenaz rabbinic scholars often
served as community cantors, by the fifteenth century, particularly in larger communities, prayer leaders tended to be salaried
functionaries who did not necessarily have the same level of devotion and liturgical expertise as their earlier counterparts.
Mintz’s prescriptions imply that the Bamberg cantor required instruction not only in proper cantorial comportment but also in the
details of synagogue practice, as indicated by his need to examine the minhagim (lit. “the customs”), a reference to liturgical
minhagim books. These concise guides to customary liturgical practice were among the most common genres produced by
German Jews from the thirteenth century to the fifteenth. The Bamberg cantor’s apparent need to consult a book of this type
points to another development in late medieval Ashkenazic society—the increasing reliance on handbooks as sources of ritual
guidance.

In addition to liturgical guides, German Jews produced an array of other types of handbooks that focus on specific areas
of halakhic practice—for example, circumcision and ritual slaughter. | refer to these works as manuals or halakhic handbooks,
although, like minhagim books, they prescribe details of ritual practice often shaped by local or regional custom.
Like liturgical minhagim books, many of these handbooks were meant to serve primarily as professional guides for
communal functionaries. focuses on minhagim books and halakhic manuals of this type, whose intended readers included
cantors, circumcisers, scribes, and ritual slaughterers. However, not all ritual handbooks produced in late medieval Ashkenaz
were aimed at such narrow, specialized audiences. Although some minhagim books were designed principally as liturgical aids
for prayer leaders, others cover a wide variety of practices and thus functioned as general ritual guides for a more varied
group of educated readers. Similarly, many halakhic manuals were not intended specifically for communal functionaries.
These include, for example, handbooks on the laws of issur veheter, which mainly concern prohibited and permitted foods.
Scholars have associated halakhic manuals and minhagim books primarily with the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries, although
both genres emerged earlier. Israel Ta-Shma links the production of “professional halakhic literature,” which he believes began
to flourish in the fourteenth century, with the contemporaneous emergence of a professional Ashkenazic rabbinate. However,
halakhic handbooks—on ritual slaughter and circumcision, for instance —were already being produced in the
twelfth and thirteenth centuries.

Verbraucherpolitik in der Bundesrepublik Deutschland.

Eine Geschichte des westdeutschen Konsumtionsregimes

Die seit den 1990er Jahren boomende Konsumgeschichte hat seit ihrer Initialisierung sowohl unter einer mangelnden, oft vollig
fehlenden Einbindung in andere Dimensionen der Wirtschafts-, Sozial- und Kulturgeschichte gelitten als auch unter einer fast
kompletten Ausblendung von vergleichenden Perspektiven jenseits jener oberfléachlichen, die nur mit der letztlich
modernisierungstheoretischen Datierung im Sinne von ,.frither oder spiter erreichter Konsumniveaus argumentierte.
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Kevin Ricks Marburger Dissertation stellt uns nunmehr eine Analyse in Aussicht, die das ,,westdeutsche Konsumtionsregime* in
den Verflechtungen seiner Institutionen und Interessen umfasse. Dennoch geht es im Wesentlichen weitaus begrenzter um eine
Geschichte bundesdeutscher ,,Verbraucherpolitik®, die trotzdem interessant ist und verdienstvoll bleibt, weil sie zum einen eine
bislang unbeschriebene Entwicklung detailliert rekonstruiert und dies zum anderen hauptséchlich auf der Basis zuvor
unbearbeiteten Archivmaterials unternimmt.

Sein spezielles Erkenntnisinteresse gilt der Uberpriifung der These, der westdeutsche Verbraucherschutz sei innerhalb einer
europdischen Typologie, etwa gegeniiber einem franzosischen ,,Protektionsmodell®, durch ein Interventionen vermeidendes,
neutrales ,,Informationsmodell* geprigt gewesen. Stattdessen kommt der Autor zu dem — letztlich im Rahmen der Arbeit
iiberzeugenden — Befund, es habe sich mit der Zeit in der Bundesrepublik Deutschland ein ,,Hybridmodell* aus Informations-
und Protektionspolitik herausgebildet.

Die Darstellung des Verbraucherschutzes in der Bundesrepublik bewegt sich vornehmlich in chronologischen Gleisen und
beschreibt letztlich eine schleichende ,,Verstaatlichung®, auch wenn mit der Installierung der Stiftung Warentest eine dezidiert
unabhingige Test- und Informationsinstitution geschaffen werden sollte. Das diente hierzulande offenbar weniger der Abwehr
zu rebellischer Verbraucherverbédnde in der Zivilgesellschaft, sondern gerade wihrend der Periode der Stiarkung solcher
staatlichen Ableger der Abwehr des Verdachts, die zivilgesellschaftlichen Verbraucherverbdnde und ihre Initiativen stiinden den
Anbietern aus der Privatwirtschaft zu nahe.

Alles in allem handelt es sich hier um eine verdienstvolle Arbeit, deren Féden fiir eine Einbettung der Konsumgeschichte in eine
umfassende Geschichte des Kapitalismus noch weiterzuspinnen sind.

Slavery in the Colonies During the Nineteenth Century

“Slavery” was frequently invoked in the settler colony of Australia, seemingly so distant from the Atlantic slave trade
and its canonical forms of subjection and exploitation. The British anti-slavery campaign accumulated tremendous cultural,
moral, and affective power and was subsequently adopted for many different social causes throughout the nineteenth century.
Following abolition, the movement’s leaders sought to redirect popular interest toward the empire’s Indigenous peoples, as
exemplified by the 1835-1836 “Select Committee on Aborigines” inquiry (Aborigines Select Committee) chaired by abolitionist
parliamentarian Thomas Fowell Buxton.

The Aborigines Select Committee applied the language of anti-slavery to British settlers and attempted to define
principles that would uphold the rights of Indigenous people across the empire (Elbourne 2003). The Aborigines Select
Committee represented a high point of humanitarian influence and laid the foundations for the establishment of the Aborigines
Protection Society. Yet during the 1830s white settlers in the Australian colonies sought to consolidate their possession of
Aboriginal land, prompting tension between colonists and Aboriginal people, and between settlers and British humanitarian
interests. Humanitarians deploying anti-slavery rhetoric arguments collided with the realities of the frontier in 1830s New South
Wales, and those caricaturing Aboriginal people as inhuman savages. However, focusing blame upon the convict perpetrators
also allowed upper-class humanitarians to displace responsibility from the system of colonization itself (Lydon 2018).

Historians have often overlooked popular humanitarian politics during the later nineteenth century, assuming that
abolitionist zeal had died out by the end of the American Civil War. However while the older anti-slavery organizations may
have declined, they were replaced with newer forms of anti-slavery, sometimes termed an anti-slavery “pluralism,” that were
particularly evident in literature and culture (Huzzey 2012). Abolitionist arguments became more diffuse over the second half of
the nineteenth century but continued to be drawn upon by a range of social reformers. In Australia, a diverse range of relations
between colonists and Indigenous peoples were characterized as slavery, including forced indenture, trafficking, and prostitution.

As the frontier moved north, attempts to control violence and the ill-treatment of Indigenous people evoked anti-slavery
arguments in Queensland and northwestern Western Australia (e.g., Lydon 2014; Paisley 2014). Like other forms of
humanitarian politics, anti-slavery ideals were profoundly imbricated with the apparatus of colonial government, challenging
simple oppositions between moral and political, philanthropic, and colonial interests. Conversely, abolitionist and imperial
ideologies could be mutually sustaining among the British public and were drawn upon to argue for the expansion of empire.
Such analogies reveal how metropolitan ideas about humanity, freedom, and ultimately human rights have been tested against
colonial experience, while domestic Australian interests were adjudicated by imperial humanitarianism, in a dialogue that was
global in scope.

By the 1890s Britain witnessed the largest revival of anti-slavery protest since the early nineteenth century, focused on
condemning the coercive systems of labor taxation and indentured servitude of the so-called new slaveries of European
imperialism in Africa. Britain’s identity and imperial reputation were at stake in these debates, as safeguarding free labor
assumed central importance as a marker of progressive colonial rule that distanced Britain from an earlier era of slavery. The late
nineteenth century was a pivotal period in British anti-slavery protest, bridging the gap between the Victorian era of abolition
and the rise of human rights protest under international government (Grant 2005). Regarding Australia, however, accusations of
slavery prompted an embarrassed silence, as granting responsible government and federation entailed bargaining away
Indigenous people’s rights.

Uber italienischen Faschismus und Totalitarismus

In dem Buch von Uwe Backes und Giinther Heydemann werden Texte eines antifaschistischen italienischen Politikers in
deutscher Sprache verdffentlicht, der in Deutschland weitgehend unbekannt sein diirfte. Es handelt sich um den sizilianischen
Priester Luigi Sturzo, der 1919 gegen den Widerstand des Vatikans den Partito Politico Italiano gegriindet hat, die erste
erfolgreiche katholische Partei Italiens. Er wurde 1924 durch den Vatikan zum Verlassen Italiens gezwungen, weil er mit seinem
Widerstand gegen das faschistische Regime Mussolinis die Hoffnungen Papst Pius XI. auf ein Konkordat stérte. Im englischen
und amerikanischen Exil war er seitdem mit zahlreichen Biichern als antifaschistischer Publizist titig. Dass er zu den
,wichtigsten politischen Personlichkeiten Italiens im 20. Jahrhundert® (S. 24) gehorte, darf man jedoch bezweifeln. Er war auch
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nicht ,,Mussolinis geféhrlichster Widerpart® (S. 16), das war vielmehr der sozialistische Fraktionsfiihrer im Parlament Giacomo
Matteotti, den der ,,Duce* deshalb auch 1924 ermorden lieB3. Innerparteilich musste Mussolini iiberdies Roberto Farinacci weit
mehr flirchten als Sturzo von auflen.

Sturzo war auch nicht ,,einer der ersten und tiefgriindigsten Analytiker der faschistischen Bewegung und ihrer totalitdren
Zielsetzungen und Praktiken® (S. 9). Er bekdmpfte den Faschismus nicht als Philosoph oder Sozialwissenschaftler, sondern als
Politiker und erkannte als solcher durchaus hellsichtig schon friihzeitig den Weg Mussolinis in eine Diktatur. Dem stellte er sich
mit dem polemischen Versuch entgegen, den Faschismus als ,,rechten Bolschewismus* (S. 35) zu diskreditieren. Dazu bediente
er sich als erster des Begriffs des ,,Totalitarismus®, um auf diese Weise das faschistische Regime mit dem sowjetischen
gleichzusetzen. Das blieb jedoch deshalb politisch wirkungslos, weil Mussolini sich selbst 1925 auf die Schaffung eines ,,stato
totalitario® festlegte und damit der Totalitarismuskritik den Wind aus den Segeln nahm.

Um eine theoretische Fundierung des ,, Totalitarismus® ging es Sturzo nie, man wird sie deshalb in dem Band von Backes und
Heydemann auch nicht finden. Man kann Sturzos Texte aber mit Gewinn im Hinblick auf den italienischen Faschismus lesen.
Ausdriicklich sei dafiir auf die Ausziige aus seinem Buch ,,Italy and Fascismo* verwiesen (S. 201-262), das er 1926 in London
verdffentlichte und das seinerzeit ins Deutsche, Franzosische und Spanische iibersetzt worden ist. Sturzo hat damit damals ohne
Frage zur Erkenntnis des Diktaturcharakters von Mussolinis Regime beigetragen. Es ist das Verdienst von Backes und
Heydemann durch die Wiederverdffentlichung von Ausziigen aus diesem Buch den Beitrag Sturzos zur frithen
Faschismusdiskussion nachvollziehen zu kdnnen.
