Injury Trends in Recreational Skiers and Boarders

Skiing has been a popular sport in the Nordic countries for more than a century, and snowboarding has gained increasing
popularity during the last three decades. But skiing and boarding are not without risk, and it is important to perform
epidemiological studies to identify risk factors. Most of the studies have been short-term covering 1-2 seasons, but several good
long-term studies have been published from the USA and France.

The Norwegian Ski Lift Association has a central registry of the injuries occurring at the major Norwegian ski resorts since the
season 1996/1997 [10, 11, 12]. The purpose of this study is to report the injury trends of skiing and boarding on Norwegian
slopes in the 16-year period 1996/97-2011/12.

The injuries occurring on the slopes of 7—16 major Norwegian ski resorts were recorded by ski patrols during the 16 winter
seasons 1996/1997-2011/2012. These slopes accounted for about 50% of the ski lift transport in Norway during the registration
period. A skiing/boarding injury was defined as an injury sustained by a skier/boarder who was treated by or consulted the ski
patrol after a skiing/boarding accident.

The injuries were related to the type of skiing/boarding, the type and site of accident, age, and gender, skiing/boarding ability,
use of protective helmet, physician or hospital treatment, and ambulance transport. Regarding skiing ability, the alpine skiers
were classified by their performance of turns: expert (short turns), advanced skiers (parallel turns), intermediate skiers (stem
turns), and beginners (plow turns) [13, 14]. The skill of snowboarders, telemarkers, and skiboarders was self-estimated. The
number of skier/boarder days was calculated from sold lift tickets (day cards and season cards). The number of day cards was
only recorded from the 2000/2001 season and onwards.

The results are presented as injury rates (number of injured skiers/boarders) per 1000 skier/boarder days, mean days between
injuries (MDBI), and prevalences (percentage of injured skiers and boarders in various groups). Differences were evaluated by
Chi square and 2 x 2-table tests and considered significant when P < 0.05.

A total of 55127 injured skiers and boarders were recorded. The injury rate declined from 1.47 injuries per 1000 skier/boarder
days (680 MDBI) in the 2000/2002 seasons to 1.27 injuries per 1000 skier/boarder days (787 MDBI) (P < 0.001) in the
2010/2012 seasons (Fig. 1). Fifty-six percent of the injuries required physician or hospital treatment and 15% ambulance
transport.

Freizeitsport bremst auch den Alterungsprozess der Gene. Diesen Hinweis gibt eine Studie an 2401 Zwillingen im Alter von 18—
81 Jahren, in der die Lange der Telomere untersucht wurde. Telomere sind lange DNA-Sequenzen am Ende der Chromosomen
ohne jede Bauanweisung fiir den Organismus. Sie schiitzen aber die Genstringe bei ihrer Verdopplung vor Fehlern. Die Léinge
der Telomere speziell in den weifien Blutkorperchen und das Ausmal ihrer natiirlichen Verkiirzung mit jeder Zellteilung sind
Indikatoren fiir das biologische Alter der Menschen. Bei gleichem kalendarischem Alter waren die Telomere bei den Probanden,
die wochentlich gut 3 Stunden Sport trieben, im Schnitt um 200 Nukleotide ldnger als bei den unsportlichen Zwillingen. Weil die
Lénge der Telomere in Leukozyten durchschnittlich um 21 Nukleotide pro Jahr abnimmt, bedeuten diese 200 Nukleotide, dass
korperlich aktive Menschen biologisch etwa 10 Jahre jiinger sind als ihre inaktiven Zeitgenossen.

Offenbar ist die Telomerenlédnge auch ein generelles Gesundheitsmaf3. Ein Ergebnis der Nurses’ Health Study zeigte namlich,
dass Frauen mit einem gesunden Lebensstil ldngere Leukozytentelomere hatten als ungesund lebende Frauen. Die bisher
tatsdchlich messbaren Gesundheitsvorteile langerer Telomere bestehen in einem geringeren Krebsrisiko, einer verminderten
Sterberate an solchen Tumoren und einer niedrigeren Herzinfarktrate.

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Beyond sport and physical activity: the concept of movement in health promotion
Public health literature is full of evidence regarding various health effects of exercise and physical activity. For example: High
levels of physical activity have been associated with lower risks of cardiovascular diseases, lower risks of developing colon and
breast cancer, lower risks of suffering from Diabetes Type Il and an overall prolonged life expectancy. Further, physical activity
has been associated with increasing quality of life, and some studies have suggested that physical activity may improve mental
conditions such as anxiety and depression. However, the concepts of sport and exercise as well as the more recently established
concept of health enhancing physical activity have been defined within a traditional public health framework. As such, they are
of limited use within a health promotion context. Accordingly, there is not much research on how sport or physical activity relate
to healthy public policy and supportive environments. There are not many studies on how sport and physical activity may
contribute to empowerment, social capital, community development etc. Instead, the narrow bio-medical focus of the traditional
concepts of sport and physical activity concentrates research on respective bio-medical processes and outcomes.
The concept of sport and exercise which dominated public health research and recommendation until the 1990s mainly focused
on processes of training and physiological adaptation. For example, 15-60 minutes exercise bouts with 60 %-90 % maximum
heart rate on 3-5 days per week had been recommended by the American College of Sports Medicine to improve fitness and
(physical) health. —  The concept of health enhancing physical activity (HEPA) which is dominant in public health since the
mid-1990s expanded the context of processes to be considered. In particular, the contexts of work and transportation have been
added to the traditional context of leisure time (sport) activities. Accordingly, public health recommendations shifted towards an
accumulated 30 minutes of almost all kind of moderate physical activity, preferably on all days of the week.
Nevertheless, HEPA kept the traditional public health interest in processes of physiological adaptation: “calories counting”, i. €.
measuring calories expenditure, became a major topic of research and intervention. Given the increasing importance of issues
around sport and physical activity in international public health discussion on the one hand, and the marginal linkage between
the traditional sport or physical activity concepts and key domains of health promotion on the other, a new concept is needed
which may be able to bridge the gap.
This concept should follow a new public health paradigm to define relevant processes and outcomes within the health promotion
context. I’1l call it the concept of “movement”. First of all, movement is a fundamental educational category which closely
relates to individual development and independence: From the first steps in our life, where we learn to explore und cope with our
environment, until the oldest age where fragility may limit physical capacities, our potential to control the determinants of our
life very much rely on our ability to move. In this context, movement e.g. can increase cognitive performance and learning
capacity as well as self-esteem and self-efficacy.
In German, three different notions are used to reflect different contextual meanings: “Bewegung” may include all connotations
related to the concept of movement. In contrast, the German term “Sport” more specifically refers to the English “sports” and
“exercise” while the German term “Korperliche Aktivitat” fits quite well with the narrow focus on “bodily movement” which
characterises the concept of “physical activity”.

Die Ungleichheit der Geschlechter in allen Bereichen des Lebens bleibt, trotz der speziellen Bemiihungen in den letzten 20
Jahren, sich dieser Situation anzunehmen, ein weltweites Problem. Bei korperlicher Aktivitét und im Sport ist die Ungleichheit
zwischen Frauen und Ménnern in fast allen Landern besonders deutlich, auch wenn sie graduelle Unterschiede aufweist.
Es gibt zwei Hauptgriinde, warum die Ungleichheit zwischen Frauen und Ménnern bei korperlicher Aktivitdt und im Sport
extremer ist als in vielen anderen Bereichen des sozialen Lebens. Zum einen besteht eine enge Verbindung zwischen
Eigenschaften, die fiir den Sport erforderlich sind, mit jenen, die eng mit traditionellen Konzepten stereotyper, ménnlicher
Vorherrschaft verbunden sind, und zum anderen ein mangelndes Verstandnis fiir den Unterschied zwischen Geschlecht und
Geschlechtsrolle. Im Sport und bei korperlicher Aktivitdt wurden korperliche Unterschiede zwischen Ménnern und Frauen
verwechselt mit gesellschaftlich konstruierten Unterschieden, d. h. kérperliche Unterschiede wurden verwechselt mit
Unterschieden in den Geschlechtsrollen, und diese Verwechslung wurde dazu benutzt, um eine geringere und begrenztere
Teilnahme von Frauen auf allen Ebenen zu rechtfertigen.
Um Gleichheit zwischen Frauen und Ménnern bei korperlicher Aktivitiat und im Sport zu erreichen, ist es unverzichtbar, die
Geschlechtsrollen zu identifiziert und sie als gesellschaftlich konstruiert zu begreifen, als ein im Fluss befindliches Konzept, das
lediglich ein Produkt des Verhiltnisses zwischen Frauen und Ménnern ist. Die Tatsache, dass Frauen Kinder gebéren oder
prinzipiell korperlich weniger kriftig sind als Ménner reicht nicht aus, um zu rechtfertigen, warum es fiir Frauen nicht als
angemessen erachtet wird, an bestimmten korperlichen Aktivitéten teilzunehmen oder warum ihre Teilnahme weniger wert sein
soll als die der Ménner.
Was nétig ist, um die Gleichheit zwischen Frauen und Ménnern bei korperlicher Aktivitdt und im Sport sicher zu stellen, ist die
Ubernahme eines geschlechtsrollenbezogenen Zugangs sowohl in der Politik als auch in der Programmplanung durch die
Regierung, die Gesellschaft und so weiter zu beeinflussen.
