Grounds for Non-recognition and Non-enforcement a Decision

EU legislation on mutual recognition in criminal matters is focused on mutually recognised decisions in a single European judicial
area. Their recognition can be refused only in respect of “EU grounds” in line with the EU legislation. While the system established
by the Framework Decision 2008/909/JHA on the mutual recognition of custodial sentences and deprivation of liberty is based on
the principle of mutual recognition, that recognition does not mean that there is an absolute obligation to execute the decision on
custodial sentence or measure involving deprivation of liberty which has been transmitted. The Framework Decision includes
optional grounds for non-recognition and non- enforcement the decision. Thus, the competent authorities of the executing State are
in principle obliged to act, unless they decide to invoke one of the grounds for non-recognition or non- enforcement of the decision
provided for in the Framework Decision. The Framework Decision 2008/909/JHA on the mutual recognition of custodial sentences
and deprivation of liberty stipulates that the competent authority of the executing State may refuse to recognise the judgment and
enforce the sentence, for example, if112: — the certificate is incomplete or manifestly does not correspond to the judgment and has
not been completed or corrected within a reasonable deadline set by the competent authority of the executing State, — the criteria for
forwarding a judgment and a certificate to another Member State (see above), — enforcement of the sentence would be contrary to
the principle of ne bis in idem, — the enforcement of the sentence is statute-barred according to the law of the executing State, — there
is immunity under the law of the executing State, which makes it impossible to enforce the sentence, — the sentence has been imposed
on a person who, under the law of the executing State, owing to his or her age, could not have been held criminally liable for the
acts in respect of which the judgment was is-sued, — at the time the judgment was received by the competent authority of the executing
State, less than 6 months of the sentence remain to be served, — under the certificate the person did not appear in person at the trial
resulting in the decision, — the sentence imposed includes a measure of psychiatric or health care or another measure involving
deprivation of liberty, which cannot be executed by the executing State in accordance with its legal or health care system; this ground
may be applied also in cases where the person has not been found guilty of a criminal offence although the competent authority
applied the measure involving the deprivation of liberty other than a custodial sentence as a consequence of a criminal offence, —
the judgment relates to criminal offences which under the law of the executing State are regarded as having been committed wholly
or for a major or essential part within its territory, or in a place equivalent to its territory.

Uber Verfehlungen Jugendlicher entscheiden die Jugendgerichte, und zwar grundsitzlich je nach der Schwere des Tatvorwurfes die
amtsgerichtlichen Jugendrichter als Einzelrichter (wenn nur ErziehungsmaBregeln oder Zuchtmittel zu erwarten sind; der
Jugendrichter kann je-doch bei Bedarf auch Jugendstrafe verhdngen), das Jugendschoffengericht am Amtsgericht (mit einem Richter
und zwei Jugendschoffen) oder die Jugendkammer beim Landgericht (grofle Ju-gendkammer, drei bzw. zwei Richter und zwei
Jugendschoffen; sie ist auch zustindig fiir Beru-fungen gegen Urteile des Jugendschoffengerichts; die kleine Jugendkammer,
Vorsitzender und zwei Jugendschoffen, entscheidet dagegen ausschlieBlich iiber Berufungen gegen Urteile des Einzelrichters).

Das Verfahren ist auf die Besonderheiten des J. ausgerichtet. Im Vorverfahren sollen so bald als mdglich die Lebens- und
Familienverhéltnisse des Beschuldigten ermittelt werden. Er-ziehungsberechtigte, Lehrer, Ausbilder sollen, soweit moglich, gehort
werden. Dies ist vorrangig die Aufgabe der Jugendgerichtshilfe. Die Hauptverhandlung ist bei jugendlichen Angeklagten nicht
Offentlich. Gesetzliche Vertreter (Eltern) haben ein Recht auf Anhérung, sind aber auch zur Teilnahme an der Hauptverhandlung
verpflichtet, wenn das Gericht sie 14dt. Ferner soll die Ju-gendgerichtshilfe in der Hauptverhandlung présent sein. Anders als im
Erwachsenenrecht ver-hdngt der Richter im Jugendstrafverfahren nur eine Einheitsstrafe. Er ist an die Strafrahmen der
Straftatbestdnde des StGB nicht gebunden.

Um die strafrechtlichen Folgen der Tat rasch wirksam werden zu lassen, sind die Rechts-mittel nach § 55 Abs. 2 JGG insofern
eingeschrénkt, als sich Berufung und Revision ausschlie-Ben. Hat jedoch etwa der Angeklagte gegen das Urteil Berufung eingelegt,
so kann gegen das Urteil des Berufungsgerichts nunmehr der Staatsanwalt, sofern er nicht ebenfalls bereits Beru-fung eingelegt
hatte, Revision einlegen und umgekehrt. Rechtsmittel gegen einen Rechtsfolgen-ausspruch, der lediglich ErziehungsmaBregeln oder
Zuchtmittel enthélt, sind nicht méglich (§ 55 Abs. 1 JGG). Untersuchungshaft ist an sich zuléssig, soll aber moglichst durch mildere




Mittel, v. a. durch einstweilige Unterbringung in einem Jugendheim (§ 71 JGG) oder durch Vollstreckung in einer
Jugendarrestanstalt, abgewendet werden. Von grofer praktischer Bedeutung sind die Moglichkeiten, im Vor- und Hauptverfahren
von der Strafverfolgung abzusehen oder das Ver-fahren einzustellen, wenn eine Ahndung entbehrlich erscheint und andere
MaBnahmen (z. B. Auflagen, Aufgabe von Arbeitsleistungen, Ermahnungen) Erfolg versprechen (§§ 45, 47 JGG; Diversion). —

Transborder Investigations and Interferences with Fundamental Rights:

Problems and Human Rights Challenges

Analysis of the selected legal systems has been conducted at two levels, which relate to the legisation and the developments of
domestic jurisprudences. The need to analyse both levels is particularly evident in the field of transnational inquiries, where case
law gains even more relevant roles than in domestic procedures by defining the formalities that must be applied for investigative and
evidential activities and by laying down the limits within which overseas evidence may be used. Moreover, as we will see, national
jurisprudence often follows common courses despite the different orientation of its respective legal systems.

In Germany, despite the existence of a comprehensive national Law on legal assistance in criminal matters (IRG), the main rules on
the collection of overseas evidence can be traced back to international legislation, which, as a general rule, take precedence before
the provisions of the IRG “to the extent that they have become directly applicable national law” [art. 1(3) IRG-Germany]. Within
Europe, German police and judicial cooperation in criminal matters is mainly based on the ECMLACM, the CISA and the
EUCMACM. Thus, pursuant to the most advanced forms of MLA, as we will see, assistance is provided following combination
methods of obtaining evidence, whereas extraterritorial investigation powers can be exercised abroad by German officials, as a rule,
with respect to the formalities of lex loci. A different solution applies to in-coming requests for assistance not based on international
regulations. Here, as a general rule, assistance must be provided in a manner compatible with relevant principles of national law (§
73 IRG-Germany), which, in light of efficient international cooperation, mainly relates to constitutional law — a general requirement
of fundamental importance where intrusive means are at stake. This limit does not, instead, apply to outcoming requests for
assistance, which must follow all the requirements of German criminal law, although it is noteworthy that German case law adopts
a rather flexible approach as to the use at trial of the results of overseas inquiries. Also here, the failure to meet the procedural
principles of the requesting country, especially where the general standards of the rule of law are at stake, can lead to the
inadmissibility of overseas evi-dence.11 But apart from these cases, German case law faces the problem of the use of overseas
evidence in a very pragmatic way: in principle, foreign evidence is deemed admissible even where it has been taken following
procedures other than those laid down by German procedural law, but then, “as a compensation, the judge shall consider this fact
when assessing the evidence and, where necessary, give lesser credit to such ‘tainted’ evidence”.

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DNA-Analyse fiir die Strafverfolgung

Erweiterte DNA-Analysen sollte man nicht pauschal verurteilen. Aber ihre Zuverlassigkeit miisste erstmal sichergestellt werden.
Die Pldne der neuen Justizministerin Christine Lambrecht werden noch fiir viel Diskussi-onen sorgen. Kiinftig sollen Tatortspuren
eines mutmalBllichen Téters auch auf Hautfarbe, Alter und andere Merkmale untersucht werden kénnen.

Vor allem die Hautfarbe ist umstritten. Denn niitzlich fiir die Fahndung ist nur eine un-gewdhnliche Hautfarbe. War der Tater
wahrscheinlich hellhdutig, ist dies in Deutschland meist kein allzu interessanter Hinweis. Ein dunkelhdutiger Téter ist dagegen die
Ausnahme. Also ist die Information polizeilich relevanter.

Das allein spricht aber noch nicht gegen die neue Methode. Denn natiirlich darf die Haut-farbe fiir Fahndungszwecke genutzt werden.
Wenn ein Zeuge einen Dunkelhdutigen gesehen hat, kann die Polizei diese Information nicht ignorieren..

Es wire kontraproduktiv, wenn eine Technik nur deshalb abgelehnt wiirde, weil mit ihrer Hilfe auch duflere Merkmale eines
Menschen festgestellt werden kdnnen. Dies wiirde nur zum Vorwurf fithren, bestimmte Gruppen wiirden gezielt vor Strafverfolgung
geschiitzt.

Falls die Ermittler die neue Technik anwenden, miisste sich auch nicht automatisch eine Offentlichkeitsfahndungen anschliefen.
Die Polizei konnte das Testergebnis auch erst einmal als Informationen fiir die nicht-6ffentlichen Ermittlungen nutzen. Wenn sich
aus einem Fasergutach-ten ergibt, dass der Tdter vermutlich einen blauen Pullover trug, steht das am néchsten Tag auch nicht in der
Zeitung.

Bedenklich wire aber, wenn die Feststellung der wahrscheinlichen Hautfarbe des Téters regelmafBig zu Massen-Gentests in der
jeweiligen Gruppe fiihren wiirde. Es kann nicht sein, dass jedes Mal, wenn ein Tater schwarze Hautfarbe hat, alle schwarzen Ménner
der Gegend zum Gen-test aufgefordert werden.

Hauptkritikpunkt ist aber die bisherige Kommunikation tiber die erweiterte DNA-Analyse. Hier wird viel zu sehr der Eindruck
erweckt, dass die neue Methode verldssliche Ergeb-nisse liefert. Immer wieder heift es aus Polizeikreisen, so konne die Zahl der
mdglichen Titer ,,eingeschriankt” oder ,,eingegrenzt* werden. Das stimmt eben nicht. Die Technik liefert nur Wahrscheinlichkeiten.
So konnen ,,blonde Haare* nur mit 70-prozentiger Wahrscheinlichkeit festgestellt werden.

Die Gesetzgebung kommt wohl einfach noch zu frith. Hier soll eine offensichtlich unaus-gereifte Technik eingefiihrt werden. Und
zwar nicht, weil sie polizeilich erforderlich ist, sondern weil es in bestimmten Kreisen chic erscheint, die Hautfarbe fur
Fahndungszwecke zu nutzen.
