Pyramids of Giza. The development of the pyramids reached its climax during the Forth Dynasty in the
famous triad of great pyramids at Giza. All of them are of the familiar smooth-sided shape. They
originally had been faced with stone, which disappeared except near the top of the pyramid of Chefren.
Each of the three pyramids differs slightly from the others in details of design and construction. The
earliest and the largest among them is the pyramid of Cheops, with the burial chamber in the center of the
structure. For Mycerinus, Chefren’s successor, was the third and the smallest pyramid built.

For a Londoner, it’s easier to understand an American than a
Cockney. Cockney has a pronunciation, accent and vocabulary unlike any other dialect. Cockney
speech is famous for its rhyming slang.
